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1. Request to change the billing terms from prepaid to collect or third party will not be accepted after the shipment has been delivered.
2. Request to change the billing terms from prepaid to collect or third party will not be accepted if Section 7 (the non-recourse clause) of the corrected bill of lading has been signed. If the corrected bill of lading is inadvertently accepted and Section 7 has been signed, the signature will be considered invalid.  The party requesting the change in the billing terms will guarantee payment in full should the new debtor fail to pay within the prescribed credit guidelines.

3. Request to change the billing terms from collect to prepaid will require a corrected Bill of Lading from the shipper and the shipper must have an established credit with Styline. Request to change the billing terms may be submitted by the shipper on any document containing the shipper’s letterhead and a valid reference number assigned to the shipment, subject to all other provisions of this item.

4.  Redelivery, storage or other charges that become applicable on shipments refused due to freight charge collection status will be assessed against the party responsible for the payment of the freight charges on the corrected bill of lading.
5. Request to change the description, density or weight of commodities or the released, declared or actual value of a shipment will not be accepted on delivered shipments without submission of conclusive documentary proof that the description, density or weight is as claimed on the corrected Bill of Lading.
6. Carrier reserves the right to refuse to make corrections to shipments where the validity of the correction information has not been verified to the satisfaction of the Carrier, or where the execution of the correction would violate laws, rules or regulations.

Note A – A $25.00 charge will apply to each request for a correction to a Bill of Lading.
